GENERAL SURVEY 
The Syndicate has great pleasure in presenting to the Senate under Statute 

22.4(5) of Chapter XIV of the Laws of the University the 76th Annual Report on the 
working and progress of the University during the Calender Year 2004. The report 
covers the period from 1st January 2004 to 31st December 2004. The report 
provides an account of academic activities of the Departments of the Study, the 
efforts made during this period by the University in generating, in spreading new 
knowledge and reaching greater heights in all spheres of activities. The Intramural 
activities of the students through various Associations, the NCC, NSS, the Social 
Service League, Students Welfare Cell, Students Cultural Club, Youth Red Cross, 
Centre for Yoga Studies, Rajah Muthiah Heart Foundation and Rajah Muthiah 
Blood Donors Club have been highlighted. The salient features of the University’s 
functions and its contributions to the society at large are given in the following 
pages.

The preliminaries for the celebration of the Platinum Jubilee of the 
University, Birth Centenary of Dr. Rajah Sir M.A. Muthiah Chettiar and Silver 
Jubilee of the Directorate of Distance Education commenced in May 2003, under 
the untiring toil, unsparing vigil and efficient supervision of the Vice-Chancellor, 
Dr. L.B. Venkatrangan.  

Twenty one committees and eight task forces were formed to plan and 
execute the programmes of the triune celebrations. The Vice-Chancellor met the 
committees at frequent intervals and monitored the working and progress everyday. 
He also met all the teaching and non-teaching staff and the students of all Faculties 
at 12 meetings specially organised for the purpose. 

The University organised academic competitions for the students and the 
staff ftpau';fk; (khzth;fSf;F). ngr;Rg;nghl;o (khzth;fSf;F).

In appreciation of the meritorious service rendered by the teaching and non-
teaching staff, special promotions, cash gifts and gifts in kind and mementos were 
awarded to all of them. 

All the students of the regular stream and Distance Education mode 
numbering 2.7 lakhs, were given Jubilee mementos. 

Teaching and non-teaching staff who have put in 25 years of service and 
more were given a special certificate of merit. 

To mark the Triune Function, three Souvenirs — 1) Platinum Jubilee 
Souvenir of the University, 2) Birth Centenary Commemoration Volume of  
Dr. Rajah Sir M.A. Muthiah Chettiar, and 3) Silver Jubilee Souvenir of the 
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Directorate of Distance Education — were brought out. The Souvenirs contained 
inspiring messages and tributes from His Excellency the President of India, the                  
Vice-President, the Hon’ ble Prime Minister, His Excellency the Governor of Tamil 
Nadu, the Hon’ble Chief Minister, and other Ministers of the Centre and Tamil 
Nadu, the Pro-Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor, Governors of other States, the Chief 
Justice and Justices of the Supreme Court and High Court and other distinguished 
dignitaries. The Souvenirs also presented Biographical sketches of the three 
Founder-Pro-Chancellors, Reminiscences, articles on the functioning of the 
University during the seventy-five years, articles on Higher Education, laudatory 
songs and reports on the growth and development of the various faculties besides 
the multi-coloured and single colour photographs taken on important occasions. 
A large number of distinguished guests poured in an endless stream by car, train 
and bus and were warmly received by hundreds of volunteers and housed 
comfortably in guest houses, hostels and lodges, both at Annamalainagar and 
Chidambaram. Every guest was full of praise for the profuse hospitality extended to 
them — a tradition which the Rajah Saheb’s family has always been known for.  

The major events of the Platinum Jubilee of the University, the Birth 
Centenary of the Second Pro-Chancellor Dr. Rajah Sir M.A. Muthiah Chettiar and 
the Silver Jubilee of the Directorate of Distance Education were celebrated from 
25th August to 27th August 2004. The celebrations included the inauguration of the 
Jubilee Exhibition and the opening and laying Foundation Stones of new buildings 
for the development of infrastructure. This included: Total renovation of the 
Minakshi Building and the Oriental Building, Renovation of the Sastri Hall with full 
air-conditioning and installation of the latest auditorium facilities, Renovation of 
the Senate Hall with additional facility of centralised air-conditioning, Raising an 
imposing arch to commemorate the birth centenary of                                            
Dr. Rajah Sir M.A. Muthiah Chettiar, Construction of Platinum Jubilee Building to 
house an aquarium of national importance, Construction of Arts and Science 
Blocks for Five-Year Integrated Programmes, Construction of Guest House Annexe 
beside the Old Guest House, Laying of sprawling roads on the campus -  especially 
four-lane roads (Double Road), Installation of Sodium Vapour lamps on the entire 
campus, Creation of an eye-catching children’s park, Addition of second floor and 
remodelling of the facade of the DDE Administrative Building, Construction of the 
Open University Building beside the DDE Headquarters Building, Construction of a 
fully air-conditioned and computerised Medical College Library, Renovation of 
Commerce Building with remodelling of the facade, Additional construction at the 
Engineering Faculty Library with the provision of centralised air-condition, 
Expansion of the University Helipad at the Agriculture Faculty with added facilities 
and Installation of additional equipments at the University Press. Flood lights and 
coloured lamps added to the beauty of the University campus. 

The 48 Departments of the University had arranged exhibitions at the 
Engineering College at which the latest apparatus and the findings of latest 
research projects were shown to the public, As students and the public from far 
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and near thronged the exhibition in large numbers everyday, the exhibition had to 
be extended for a few man days. 

A centenary torch procession from Kanadukathan to Annamalainagar and 
the Platinum Jubilee Torch from Chettinad House, Chennai to Annamalainagar 
were arranged. They were received by the Founder-Pro-Chancellor                                 
Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy in front of the historic Srinivasa Sastri Hall. At the behest 
of the Pro-Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor Dr. L.B. Venkatrangan lit the Centenary 
Jothi. 

There was a procession of 21 floats that went round the main streets of 
Chidambaram on the evening of 25th. The floats highlighted the achievements of the 
University. Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy flagged off the Platinum Jubilee Procession. 
The procession that started from the Sastri Hall was a grand feast to the eye and 
the ear of every spectator. 

The awe-inspiring fire-crackers display formed a fitting finale to the Rally 
Float Procession on 25th August 2004. The variegated colours of the lights, 
apparels, umbrellas, and banners of the procession merged with the colours of the 
fire-crackers display. 

As part of the Triune Celebrations, an Alumni Meet Function was organised 
on the forenoon of Thursday the 26th under the presidentship of                             
Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy, Pro-Chancellor. Dr. S. Sathik, former Vice-Chancellor of 
Madras University, Dr. S. Agasthialingom, former Vice-Chancellor of Tamil 
University, Thiru D.R. Karthikeyan, former Director, CBI, New Delhi, and              
Dr. L.B. Venkatrangan, Vice-Chancellor, Annamalai University — all distinguished 
Alumni of the University — offered felicitations. 

An attractive students function was held in the afternoon of the second day. 
Students of the University enthusiastically participated in the Kavi Arangam, Patti 
Mandram, and Debating competitions. The Jubilee special issues of the Journals of 
the Humanities, Science, Engineering, Medical Sciences and Agriculture, the 
Jubilee Students and Staff Magazine and latest University Publications were 
released by Pro-Chancellor Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy. 

In the evening, there was a colourful cultural programme that included 
Vocal Music and Dance recitals by the students of the University. 

The Municipal Council of Chidambaram got up a felicitation function for the 
Pro-Chancellor Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy at the Municipality at 6.00 p.m. The 
citizens committee of Chidambaram also arranged a colourful felicitation function 
at 6.30p.m. on a specially erected platform in west car street, Chidmabaram.                     
Dr. L.B. Venkatrangan, Vice-Chancellor presided over the function in the presence 
of Thiru R.K. Ganapathy, former member of the Syndicate. 

Thiru A. Radhakrishnan, President of the Citizen’s Committee welcomed the 
gathering. People from different walks of life honoured our Pro-Chancellor with 
Ponnadai. In their felicitation address, they dwelt on the educational services 
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rendered by the University for the uplift of the people of this backward district and 
expressed their deep sense of gratitude for the continued interest and patronage 
extended by the Chettinad Family in the development of the University. 

Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy, thanking the people of Chidambaram for their 
felicitation, announced that the urban medical centre run by the University at 
south car street, Chidambaram will provide 24 hour service for the benefit of the 
public of Chidambaram from 1st September.  

The inauguration of the Birth Centenary and Platinum Jubilee celebrations 
was held on Friday the 27th August at 10-15 a.m. After the invocation by Sirkali     
Dr. G. Siva Chidambaram, Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy, Pro-Chancellor delivered the 
welcome address. A report on the University was presented by                                
Dr. L.B. Venkatrangan, the Vice-Chancellor. His Excellency P.S. Ramammohan 
Rao, Governor of Tamil Nadu and Chancellor of the University presided over the 
function and released the Platinum Jubilee and Birth Centenary Souvenirs.                      
Hon’ble R. Venkataraman, former President of India and a distinguished Alumnus, 
unveiled the Birth Centenary Memorial Arch of Dr. Rajah Sir Muthiah Chettiar and 
delivered an inspiring address. His excellency Dr. A.P.J.  Abdul Kalam, the 
President of India, declared the Platinum Jubilee Hall open and inaugurated the 
Jubilee Celebrations. Pro-Chancellor Dr. M.A.M. Ramaswamy endowed the 
University with Rs. 75 lakhs to mark its glorious achievements in the last 75 years 
and Rs. 25 lakhs to the Muthiah Polytechnic.

The Farmers Day 2004 was celebrated on 13th February 2004 in the 

Department of Agricultural Extension. Dr. L.B. Venkatrangan, Vice-Chancellor, 
Annamalai University was the chief guest.

Other Activities 
The Division of Animal Husbandry maintains a model livestock farm with 

dairy, goat, poultry and turkey units.  The milk produced by the dairy unit is 
routinely supplied to the staff members residing in the staff quarters.  Annual 
auction sale of calves, heifers, bulls and cows provide hybrid germplasm to the local 
farmers.  This year auction sale of cattle was conducted on 03.09.2004 which 
fetched an income of Rs. 30,352/-.  A fodder unit is maintained by the Division 
with Kambu – Napier grass for feeding the Dairy cows. 

The goat unit consist of pure and cross breeds of Tellicherry, Jamunapari, 
Kodi Adu and Kanni Adu in addition to Desi breeds.  The goats are extensively 
reared in the pasture lands and sold for meat and rearing purpose. 

Broiler unit is maintained for students’ practical class purpose.  Once the 
birds attain market weight, they are sold to the staff members of the University. 

The turkey unit provides both egg and meat to the staff members and other 
local customers.  The meat sale is usually targeted during festival season. 

The Division of Animal Husbandry is equipped with a Veterinary Hospital for 
the treatment of farm animals. It also extends its medical facility to the animals of 
Sewage farm. The Division participates in Farmer’s day celebrations every year and 
renders extension services to the farmers by organizing live exhibits of bovine, 
caprine and turkey species and by displaying flash cards, flip boards and charts 
showing the significance of improved scientific techniques in livestock rearing. Milk 
products such as Paneer, Khoa and flavoured milk are sold to the farmers in order 
to   motivate them in the preparation of dairy products.  

The University had organized an exhibition and a grand rally in connection 
with the Triune celebration.  The Division of Animal Husbandry participated in 
those events and exhibited a model dairy farm emphasizing clean milk production 
which drew the attention of farmers and entrepreneurs.  A live turkey housed in a 
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cage was displayed in the rally stressing the opportunity of profitable turkey 
farming. 

On 03.02.2004, Dr. S. Kothandaraman, Lecturer in Animal Husbandry 
delivered a lecture on “Invitro fertilization in Livestock” organized by the 
Agricultural Research Society. 

Organizing Veterinary camps, farmer-scientist meet and group discussions 
at the village level are some of the activities of this Division during Students’ Rural 
Agricultural Work Experience (RAWE) Programme.

Hospimedica Medical System, New Delhi gave a live demonstration on 
Functional Electrical Stimulation (FES) at the AC Lecture Hall of RMMCH on 
22.06.2004. About 25 staff of PMR division participated. The session was to 
familiarize the participants on how functional electrical stimulation worked in 
patients who had central nervous system disorders and how it helped them to 
regain some of the lost functions. 

MD / Diploma courses in PMR has started from this year. The only other 
centre offering the courses in Tamil Nadu is CMC Vellore. The Academic Council 
has also approved the syllabus and curriculum for these courses. 

Every year ‘New Year’ Greeting Cards are made from drawings of Children 
with Disabilities attending Division of Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation. The 
income thus generated is maintained as a “Welfare Fund for Rehabilitation of 
Children with Disability” and used for welfare measures.   

The Division of PMR took active participation in all the three important 
functions of Triune Celebration viz the grand medical exhibition, vibrant and 
colourful procession and the eternal museum. The PMR stall with a software 
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programme to detect Body Mass Index (BMI), Spirometer to assess lung function, 
EMG to see the muscles acting and Gymnasium equipments attracted the visitors.  

A one-day Creativity Workshop for School children with Disability was 
organized on 08.04.04. Twenty children with locomotor disablement from three 
schools in Chidambaram participated in the programme. The participating schools 
were 1) Rani Seethai Achi Higher Secondary School, CDM. 2) Nandhanar Girls 
Higher Secondary School, CDM and 3) Nandhanar Boys Higher Secondary School, 
CDM. The workshop was conducted to familiarize the children with medical 
management of Disability and to involve them in creative tasks. The participants 
involved themselves in specific creative tasks in a group environment and discussed 
how they could get over their disability experience given the opportunity. They were 
given transport facilities, local hospitality and Certificates of participation.  

A Sports Meet for Patients in PMR was conducted on 29.03.2004. Thirty 
persons both in & out patients took part in various competitions.  

A Community Based Rehabilitation (CBR) programme is being conducted 
under the Division for the last one-year. Five villages namely, Kavarappattu, Killai, 
Mudasalodai, Thavarathampattu and Thirunaraiyur are adopted under this 
scheme. Staffs from the division are visiting each of these villages weekly once and 
providing rehabilitation services.

like Pudukuppam and Parangipettai Panchayats. It was a sad story to see scores of 
people being swept away by draconian waves in less than an hour, leaving 
thousands homeless. However the NSS team did its best.   

The camping village Samiyarpet was worst hit by Tsunami when the 
students were working on the shore.  The programme officers and students, on 
seeing the Tsunami approaching the village, shouted  at the people to run to safety 
and carried a number of children on their hands while escaping from the attack.  
42 lives  were saved by the NSS volunteers on that day.  After the attack by 
Tsunami the following relief measures were taken by the working NSS students and 
programme officers under the guidance and supervision of Dr.D.Ilangovan, 
Programme Coordinator, NSS Annamalai University.
