ii. The candidates who have joined a programme and wish to discontinue, should
pay the tuition fee in full up to the year of study.

iii. Tuition fee for each academic year should be paid well before the due date,
failing which a fine as prescribed by the University will be charged.
The Candidate shall not be permitted to appear for the University Examination
without clearing the Tuition fee arrears.

iv. Tuition fee for the entire programme together with arrears, if any, shall be
payable by the student before Transfer Certificate is issued

v. Special fee for the remaining period of programme shall be waived.

vi. No certificate will be issued, unless the candidate has cleared all the arrears of
fees etc., due to the University.

vii. Caution deposit shall be refunded on application after adjustment towards any
dues from the student. Application for refund of caution deposit should be
submitted within one year of completing the course.

viii.With regard to any dispute arising in relation to admission, examinations,
remittance of fees, etc., the place of jurisdiction for the purpose of filing a suit
or preferring a complaint or taking any legal proceedings against the University,
will be Chidambaram Town only.
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ix. Original Certificates submitted at the time of admission will be returned
before the end of second semester.
